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Since 1955, members of the Brandywine Trout & Conservation Club, in cooperation with the Pennsylvania
Fish & Boat Commission, have worked hard to insure quality fishing along the East Branch of the
Brandywine Creek. From Glenmoore to Downingtown, 10 miles of the “East Branch” has been
“Adopted” by the B.T.C.C. Recently, we were able to add the lower 3 miles of Beaver Creek, from Lloyd
Ave. bridge downstream to the creeks entrance into the Brandywine. In 1999 we added a 1.2 mile Delayed
Harvest/Artificial Lures Area. Maintaining public access, habitat improvement, stream cleanup, and the
raising/stocking of thousands of trout are just of few functions that B.T.C.C. members provide for Chester
County sportsman. As Chester County continues to grow, the surrounding environment continues to be
taxed. Last years natural resource may become this years water source. The Locust Springs Nursery, built
by members in 1982 and home to 1,500 brook trout annually, was forced to shut down in 1994 after 12
years of operation. The Purdue nursery was closed in 2007 as multiple properties were sold to East Brad-
ford Township for Open Space and walking trail connections between West Chester and Downingtown’s
Struble Trail. For most clubs, this would have been fatal. Fortunately, for the B.T.C.C. two other
nurseries have taken on the additional load as the club pursues other nursery prospects.
The B.T.C.C. needs the support of members, along with local business to continue.

Besides the benefits of a cleaner stream, landowner permission for stream access, newsletters announcing
special events like Trout Openers, outdoor shows, and free clinics, members receive first hand
information regarding stocking dates and locations of 8 to 10 thousand trout(normally), along with 200+
trout 16” to 22” provided by our “Trophy Trout” Sponsors. Members also enjoy a Member Only annual
fish Rodeo in May. Trophy Trout Sponsors enjoy free advertising and name exposure to large groups
through our many activities, and a large poster for his own display, showing his support.
